VAT Refund (Value Added Tax - 14%)

Goods bought in South Africa exceeding R250 allow all tourists to receive a refund of the tax at the airport on their way
out. It is advisable to plan an extra hour at the airport for tax refunds, and the best is to have the goods with their
receipts ready for the controlling officer.
